3. Give it a heading.

4, Don’tuse—1/We/You

5. Start with the description of the exterior and then the interior.
6. Use general description and then move to specific details.

7. Describe the fact without any personal inputs.

8. Write the paragraph in simple present tense.

9. All factual descriptions are written in one paragraph.

10. Follow the word limit- 50 words.
